Students will use a digital camera and take pictures of baseball cues we have been working on and put it into a Power Point presentation.   





	Materials: Computer, Digital Camera, Bat (plastic), Baseballs (soft)

	Explanation of Lesson:
Students will get into small groups of 3-4 and take pictures of baseball cues for catching, swinging, and throwing .  Once the pictures are taken they will transfer them to the lab top where they will write a brief description of each cue and what the class should be looking for.
 






	Student Assessment:
Students will be assessed on how well they cooperated with their group and on their power point descriptions and cues.

Group members will give the teacher a private grade on each member in their group, 4 being the best and 1 being the worst.
